We wish to clarify arrangements for our urgent ANCA and anti-GBM antibody service.
All Urgent requests for ANCA and anti-GBM MUST be arranged with the Immunology Clinical Team.
The Laboratory team are unable to accept urgent requests.
The requesting Consultant or Specialist Registrar can phone the Clinical Immunology team via St. James’s Hospital switchboard on 01-4103000 to request an urgent ANCA and anti-GBM. The urgency of the request must be outlined.

Turnaround time is approximately three hours from specimen receipt for samples received before 3pm Monday to Friday. 

Results for samples received after 3pm Mon-Thurs will be communicated as soon as possible next working day. 

Turnaround time for samples arranged after 3pm on Fridays will vary depending on the time of call and sample receipt.
Transportation is the responsibility of the referring clinical team to ensure that the sample is sent in a timely manner.

All urgent requests require a contact number for the clinician who will receive the result (including out of hours’ results)
